F. AGENDA ITEMS
A. Commissioners to discuss and approve the new interior sign design and exterior paint at 125 W. Route 66 (Greg Cole)

Mr. Cole explained to the Commissioner since they were concerned on his color choices that they decided to go just black and white on the exterior and canopy will be black, with white lettering of “Sala café”. Vice-Chair Besler asked if he had any items to show us, such as color samples and where will be black and where will be white.  Mr. Cole did not have anything with him and stated that he decided just to go basic since the Commissioners did not like his color choices. The Commissioners explained to Mr. Cole that it is difficult just going by someone words, we need to see the before and after so that we know exactly what he intends to do. Mr. Cole decided that they would bring in another photo showing more clarity on what they would like to do to the exterior.  The interior windows designs were discussed but this section would not be in the jurisdiction of the Commissioner.  Mr. Cole was asked to return on our next scheduled meeting on July 13, 2021.

B. Commissioners to discuss and approve the exposed neon hanging interior sign and exterior hanging sign at 218 W. Route 66. (Peasley Holdings LLC).

Interior sign is not under the Historic jurisdiction and will not be discuss, we will be reviewing the font style of the exterior sign. Commissioner Holst stated that he was concerned that the font is “new wave” style and needed to be addressed going forward, since he reviewed our new guidelines and there was no mention of the font styles recommendation. Paul Savela from “Signs Plus” was available to answer any questions the Commissioners may have.  He did want to mention that this is their business Logo and that is the reason for not wanting to change the font. Commissioner Dunn felt the sign look Indian style and that it was a nice sign and small enough so as not to distract. Commissioner Holst was concerned that we need to be more firm on our decisions and if we need to reevaluate the guidelines to where they do have font style recommendations, he mentioned that Commissioner Hangan said that since our document is live, we are able to make any changes.  Commissioner recommended that we discuss this maybe at our next Work Session, we will need more clarification moving forward so that we communicate to our applicants more professional and firmly so that all decisions are final. Vice-Chair Besler asked if any of the Commissioners have any other issues with the sign. Commissioner McDowell motioned that since we have no recommendations in place based on font styles, that we approve his request at this time.
